Also 
monitor your telephone bills for any unknown numbers. 

Teach your children to never give out any personal information such as: name, address, phone num-
ber, gender, school name, parents’ workplace, parents’ credit card numbers, family routine and 
individual plans.  This includes not having your children sending photos or filling out question-
naires. 

Know the passwords and/or code names (words) that your children use online. 
Children should never agree to meet someone they’ve talked to online.  Remind them that they are 

talking to a stranger who may be pretending to be someone else.

Belongingness Survey  

In November (2014), our grade 2 -5 student body took part in a school generated Belongingness Survey 

and Questionnaire (grade appropriate). This is part of our School Improvement Plan for Safety and 

Well -Being and serves as a pre -assessment piece which will help guide future decision making at our 

school. Here are some findings:  

A) Overall Participation: Grades 2 -5 (122 students took the survey.)  55% were boys.  45% girls were 

girls.  

B) Overall, 86.5% of students indicated that they feel safe at Glen Williams. This represents an in-

crease of 1.5% from the May 2014 survey finding.  

C) Exclusion was the most prevalent type of behaviour identified by our students.  

D) The school bus and bus line -ups are areas of concern.
